In order for reading and language arts to be a positive, worthwhile experience for all of us, we must work together to take on certain responsibilities. I have outlined these below.

· Be respectful. Respect the teacher, students, and our common space. No one will be allowed to disrupt anyone else’s learning.

· Be on time. Attendance is crucial to your success in this class. Tardiness will not be tolerated – be in your seat when the bell rings. If you are going to be late from another class, you must have a pass.

· Be prepared. Make sure you have all your supplies before you enter the classroom. These include your composition notebook, reading folder, a pencil or blue/black pen, and any assignment we are currently working on or being collected that day.

· Remain focused. Stay on task during all learning activities, and use your time in this classroom responsibly.

· All assignments are to be turned in on the day and during the period in which they are due. Late assignments will be accepted, but they will receive a 20% reduction in grade.

· All typed assignments, required or otherwise should be in 12 pt. font and use only Times, Times New Roman, Helvetica, Calibri, or Cambria fonts.  Additionally, all assignments should include your name, date, and class in the upper right hand corner.  

· Should you be absent, it is your responsibility to request any make-up work. As a general rule, you will have two days for every one day that you missed to make up any work.

· Cell phones and iPods must remain turned off and put away while you are in this classroom. You will receive a warning the first time you disregard this rule, but after that your phone will be taken and returned to you at the end of the day.
